Large format, renewed team and new content

The Italian men’s magazine MАХ of RCS, published in Italy with editor Andrea Rossi, renewed its format, content and team in November. The Bulgarian edition has also changed visually and thematically since February. 
MАХ returns to the large format of its birth in the middle of the 1980’s (238x335 mm). МАХ was created by Paolo Pietroni about 25 years ago. Its present outlook and format have been designed by the Creative Director Giovanni Russo who lives in New York. The content has also been renewed. The magazine begins with the section HOT: news, awaited events and curiosities from all over the world. In the central section: reports, investigations, PEOPLE, FASHION and IDEE. At the end of the magazine one can find the section TIMEOUT: music, cinema, books, fashion elements, travels and technology. 

The Bulgarian version of МАХ gives more materials to be read and an accent has been put on good photography.

The new faces in the team of МАХ:
Editor-in-Chief is the journalist Georgi Toshev, known from his author’s series “The Other Bulgaria” and the “Unfamiliar” on bTV. He has been a part of the team of the newspapers 24 Chasa, Continent and Dnevnik, the magazines Lik, Edno and others. He has worked for RFI, BBC and other world media. He has made more than 30 documentaries. He is the author of the book “Nevena Kokanova: Who am I”.

The prominent photographer Pavel Chervenkov is the person who gives consultations on the outlook and the photos in МАХ. He works for the best Bulgarian magazines, he has been a part of the teams of Egoist and Ego magazines, he works in advertising. 
Nikolai Stoinov is the new editor on the team. He has participated in the first 45 issues of MAXIM magazine – initially as an editor, and later on as a deputy editor-in-chief. He has also worked for several years as copywriter in two of the biggest Bulgarian advertising agencies, and has also been the scriptwriter on several TV projects on Nova TV and Pro.bg.
Liana Dimitrova has been invited to do the new design of МАХ.

She is an artist and graphic designer by education. She has graduated from the National Academy of Art. She has done specializations in Italy and Spain. She has also lived and worked in Canada. She spent her childhood in Africa. She is actively working in the field of contemporary art.
Veselin Yordanov is the most prominent Bulgarian designer of men’s fashion. He has worked for fashion house Gres in Paris. He has created the collections of Rollmann and Capasca. After a certain pause, he is returning to the team of МАХ, this time as a fashion consultant.
